Camp Kudzu remains grateful for _________________ consideration.  The Annual Benefit Luncheon is scheduled for Tuesday, November 14th at a private country club in Buckhead.  The children we serve are counting on your continued support. 
Proceeds from the Annual Benefit Luncheon provide scholarships to children who cannot afford to participate without help.  In 2016 the Luncheon raised more than $250,000, $140,000 of which was awarded to directly to campers who were eligible for financial support –including 250 full scholarships. There will be a greater need for scholarship support this year because Camp Kudzu has implemented an aggressive Outreach Program to identify vulnerable children who face economic and/or geographic barriers to diabetes education and pediatric endocrinologists. Additionally, we have expanded programs by adding a fourth camping session to serve 100 more children.  As a result, it is imperative that we invite the ________________ continued support of this important effort. Camp Kudzu (est. 1999) is an independent, year-round, nonprofit organization that educates, empowers and inspires children (and their families) who live with type 1 diabetes.  Currently, there is no known cure for the disease which prohibits the pancreas from producing insulin. Those who live with the disease must check blood glucose levels and administer insulin as many as ten time per day. Camp Kudzu serves a special population of children ages 5 to 17 years old by teaching them to manage health, nutrition, and medication; connecting them with helpful resources, including a network of other children living with type 1 diabetes; and shows them that they can do anything—just like other children. Camp Kudzu serves 700 children directly and hundreds of others through partnerships, but many more of the 5,300 Georgian Children living with t1d need our help.  Programs are presented during medically-supervised camps that offer all the normal fun camp activities.  
Supporting Camp Kudzu, shares hope and tangible diabetes self-management with special children —while we wait for a cure. I am happy to work with you and ensure that the benefits meet the needs of ___________________________. Thank you and best wishes.
